NRHA has voiced concerns to the FCC over the proposed reforms to the rural health care program (RHCP). Though the reforms are much needed to improve the program, the scope of the proposed changes do not meet the necessary requirements for the program to run smoothly. NRHA identified concerns that the package does not address, such as inadequate funding levels, insufficient guidance to RHCP applicants, and burdensome funding delays.
